Some thoughts that may be helpful 
 Is it Really Naughty? 

 How serious is the naughty behaviour? Is it physically dangerous? Did it hurt someone? 
 Do you think your child understands  that the behaviour  is naughty? Or is it time to start teaching 
some simple rules like: ‘No hitting, it hurts.’ 
 Consider whether you have appropriate expectations for your child. Is it possible that they are too 
high? Are you expecting you two-year-old to behave like your neighbour’s four-year-old? 
Before you respond to your child’s behaviour, remember that you are wanting to communicate a      
message to your child. Your response needs to be appropriate for the behaviour. If you are shouting 
and screaming all the time, then your child may find it so predictable that he starts to ignore your voice - 
your shouting may become yet another background noise and lose its effect. In a dangerous situation, 
your child’s immediate response may save a life. Say, for instance, his ball runs onto the road and he 
tries to run after it. You will shout at him stop. Hopefully your child will realise from your voice that this is 
important and stop. 
 Perhaps for a more routine situation like books all over the floor, a positive comment along the 
lines already discussed would be more appropriate: ‘Can you help me put all these books back on the 
shelf?’

You are naughty to throw 

toys about the room. 
 
 

You are so naughty. Why  
do you kick other children? 

How about trying: 
Throwing toys is naughty. 

Something might get  
broken.

We often see parents carrying bags for kids or hear them taking blame for when homework is not fin-
ished.  A large percentage of students who succeed in school have parents who are involved in their 
academics, but it is possible to be too involved.  Sometimes we want so much to be involved in our 
child’s life that we end up enabling them so they don’t learn how to be responsible for themselves.  
These are a few rules that can help prevent you from enabling your child. 
 

No. 1   Don’t do anything for your child that they can do themselves.  Children should tidy up their own 
bedroom, have chores they need to be responsible for, work problems out on their own first before in-
tervention and do homework on their own and be responsible for it.  If they have homework, make sure 
they follow through on their responsibility.  Check it after they’re done and if they decide not to do it, let 
them deal with the consequences at school.  They may not make the same mistake twice. 

No. 2   Praise your children when they show responsibility.  For every one positive comment a child 
hears ten negative.  Children can never hear that you love them enough.  Let them know it everyday.  
There is no need to buy gifts for completing chores.  A nice comment is enough. 

No. 3   Blame game— don’t blame yourself if your child neglects a responsibility.  It’s important for 
you to step out of the blame and step into helping your child find their way out of their struggles. 

No. 4   You’re the role model.  If you take responsibility for your actions, your child will take responsi-
bility for theirs. 
 
It is very important to be involved in your child’s education.  Just make sure you’re not so involved that 
you are enabling them.  Learning from our mistakes is what makes us better adults.  Your children 
should have the same chances to learn from their mistakes as we did.
